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“The What” – Passion and Knowing

• American Heritage Dictionary defines passion as:  a powerful 

emotion or appetite, ardent (warm, enthusiastic) or adoring love, an 

abandoned display of  emotion

• What does “know” mean?  

– Hebrew (OT) word for know has to do with ability, 

acknowledging, understanding, experiencing, discovering, acknowledging, understanding, experiencing, discovering, 

becoming familiar with, etc.  

– Greek (NT) word for know has to do with coming to know 

(implies that it takes time), recognizing, perceiving, being sure, 

comprehending, finding out, feeling, understanding, realizing, 

certainty, taking notice, etc
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Psalm 63
1 O God, you are my God, earnestly I seek you; my soul thirsts for you, my 

body longs for you, in a dry and weary land where there is no water. 
2 I have seen you in the sanctuary and beheld your power and your glory. 
3 Because your love is better than life, my lips will glorify you. 
4 I will praise you as long as I live, and in your name I will lift up my hands. 
5 My soul will be satisfied as with the richest of  foods; with singing lips my
