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As a new believer I memorized the verse, ñIf I take the 
wings of morning and dwell in the uttermost parts of the 
sea, even there thy hand shall lead me and thy right hand 
uphold me.ò Psalm 139:9-10 RSV

Three years later, in 1963, I walked across the tarmac in San Francisco to board a 
chartered Pan American plane to Tokyo. I was on my way to Korea as a newly-minted 
second lieutenant. It was 11 p.m. and I glanced at the name of the airplane bathed in 
þ oodlightsðñWings of Morning.ò  This was the ý rst leg of a forty year adventure.

Navstaff Ron York had arrived in Korea a few months earlier to work with American 
military. We got together monthly and occasionally he told me about John Ha, a Korean 
Army ofý cer, whom he was helping on the side. John eventually became national 
director and developed Korea into one of our strongest missionary sending countries. 

The Army was a difý cult spiritual environment but the adversity produced growth in my 
life. During my 13-month tour I spent much time in Bible study and prayer. Through this 
experience the Lord called me unmistakably to be a missionary with The Navigators. 

Later I married Margaret and we served for two decades in Southeast Asia. Our two 
children both married missionary kids. Our daughter, Susan, and her husband, Rob 
Scott, just returned to the States after teaching for four years in Korea at Daejon 
Christian International School. Dan and Sherry Hensley now live in Denver.

To my surprise and delight the Navigators of Korea have 
honored me with an invitation to speak at their staff 
conference September 29-October 1, on the subject of 
ñlifetime laboring in the ministry of spiritual multiplication.ò 

I have carefully prayed over this invitation and sought 
counsel from some of my closest advisers. The collective 
response has been to ñgo for it.ò I believe I have something 
to say and I am excited about this opportunity to inþ uence 
the current generation of Korean Navigator staff.
